Bend Old Town Historic District* (Listed on the National Register of Historic Places on June 29, 2001) 
1910 to present 
The historic district generally includes the 338 properties within the area bounded by Broadway Street on the 
west, the Bend Parkway on the east, Colorado Avenue on the south, and Franklin Avenue on the north. It also 
includes one block bounded by Colorado Avenue, Arizona Avenue, Staats Street, and Lava Road. 
 
The largest parcels in the historic district include the Reid School, the J. Alton Thompson School and the St.
